A detour in Sologne

With this circuit, you will leave
Sandillon’s market garden
countryside and enter the grounds
of Sologne. Lowlands and wheat
fields, reminiscent of rustic
paintings, give way to the forest
of Sologne with its oak trees and
acacias concealing large privately-
owned stretches of water.

Starting point:
car park in Rue de la Villette,

Loop 06

A detour by the river

The countryside is just a few pedal
strokes away from the Orleans
metropolis. The Orleans canal
unfolds its long green stretch in the
heart of the green Oussance valley,
between Donnery and Mardié.
Starting point:

Place de I'Eglise, Donnery

Loop 07

Between the canal and the forest
Along loop to fully enjoy the Forest
of Orleans, the largest State-owned
forest in France (35,000 ha).
Starting point:

Mairie, Ingrannes
